·Over pumping of the aquifer and a slow rate of 
recharge requires planning for a time when 
groundwater is not as plentiful 

·Louviers is located at the edge of the Denver Basin 
Formation, this adds unpredictability to forecasts of 
the service life of the aquifer and a reduction in 
pressure will affect well yields 



Creation of the Louviers Water and Sanitation District  
·Promotes collaboration with other regional entities ɀ streamlines 

legal agreements 
·Allows for taxation ɀ making Louviers a more attractive 

candidate for loans and grants 
·Requires standardized financial reporting and organizational 

controls ɀ making Louviers more attractive to lenders and a 
partner in intergovernmental agreements, and regional 
partnerships 

·Developed a Water Conservation Plan that provides a basis for 
comparison with other districts ɀ demonstrating in an industry 
accepted format that our system is efficient and our users 
consume less water per household than other similar

·Comprised of individual well users and small district 
in unincorporated Douglas County 

·Pursues regional water solutions and purchase of 
sustainable water supply 

·Works closely with Douglas County to pursue State 
grant dollars usually earmarked for disbursement to
