The meeting was called to order at 18:00.

New Business and Open ltems

Meeting Minutes — Director Holub requested that in section Old Business
and Immediate Issues, Paragraph 1 of the Meeting Minutes the verbiage
be modified to reflect the action that the Board had taken which was to
engage Dawn Schilling, LLC as the District's Accountant and to have
Operations interface with the meter reader and review meter readings
prior to generating customer bills. He also requested that the word
demoed be replaced with demonstrated in Paragraph 4 of the same
section. A motion was made and seconded; (RESOLUTION 09-02001),
TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM THE JANUARY 22, 2009
REGULAR BOARD MEETING AS AMENDED. The motion passed
unanimously.

Disbursements — The Board reviewed a Disbursement Report that had
been prepared by the District’'s bookkeeper. Director Miller noted that she
had made some comments on the report to add clarity to the transactions.
A motion was made and seconded; (RESOLUTION 09-02002), TO
APPROVE THE DISBURSEMENTS IN THE AMOUNT OF $180,959.80
WHICH INCLUDES CHECKS 1994, 1995 AND 2007 THROUGH 2024
FROM THE GENERAL CHECKING ACCOUNT AND CHECKS 997
THROUGH 1000 AND 1049 FROM THE WASTEWATER TREATMENT
PROJECT CHECKING ACCOUNT. The motion passed unanimously.

Operations Report — Director Miller presented the Louviers Water and
Sanitation District Operations Report. She indicated that preparations were
underway from the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment
Sanitary survey which is scheduled for February 23, 2009. She also
highlighted that the sewer influent flume had been clogged with a cloth wipe
which caused a high flow alarm. She advised the Board that she had met with
Mr. Randy Johnson earlier in the week to assist him in resolving a sewer
service line issue. Director Holub offered that another sewer line problem had
been reported on Louviers Boulevard.
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
