Meeting Minutes - A motion was made and seconded; (RESOLUTION 09-
04001), TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM THE FEBRUARY 19, 2009

unanimously.

Disbursements — The Board reviewed a Disbursement Report that had
been prepared by the Louviers bookkeeper. Director Miller noted that she
had made some comments on the report to add clarity to the transactions.
A motion was made and seconded; (RESOLUTION 09-04002), TO
APPROVE THE DISBURSEMENTS IN THE AMOUNT OF $107,559.19
WHICH INCLUDES CHECKS 2026 THROUGH 2037 FROM THE
GENERAL CHECKING ACCOUNT AND CHECK 1051 AND 1052 FROM
THE WASTEWATER TREATMENT PROJECT CHECKING ACCOUNT.
The motion passed unanimously.

Am-West — Mr. Mike Heinrich and Mr. Scott Orr from Am-West attended
the meeting to provide the Board with a demonstration of the BETA
HydroNET SCADA system that had been installed on the Louviers water
system. Mr. Heinrich highlighted that the Louviers tank levels were now at
optimum levels to insure maximum pressure at the residences on Hill
Crest Drive.

1. Operations Update

Director Miller presented the Louviers Water and Sanitation District
Operations Report. She advised the Board that the sewer main on
Louviers Boulevard had been cleaned and videoed as a result of lower
flows being detected. The Board agreed that the maintenance schedule
for the Louviers collection system should be reduced from five years to
three years. The Board directed DM, Small Systems, LLC to schedule a
cleaning and inspection of the collection system.
